Withstand in the evil day, and stand firm! - Ephesians 6:14 - 18  
Ephesians 6:14 - 18  “Stand therefore, having fastened on the belt of truth, and having put on the breastplate of righteousness, and, as shoes for your feet, having put on the readiness given by the gospel of peace. In all circumstances take up the shield of faith, with which you can extinguish all the flaming darts of the evil one; and take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God, praying at all times in the Spirit, with all prayer and supplication. To that end keep alert with all perseverance, making supplication for all the saints,”
In one of our previous notes, we spoke about taking up the whole armor of God so that we are ready for war, which the bible says we are not fighting against flesh and blood … but against the rulers, against the authorities, against the cosmic powers over this present darkness, against the spiritual forces of evil in the heavenly places. Today we are looking more unto that;
1. The armor of God does not put on you, but “you” put it on. That means “you” take a step, “you” do something … it does not happen by itself, but “you” have to stand and put it on. The emphasis is on what “you” need to do.
2. And the armor of God that you need to put on is, the truth, righteousness, peace, faith, salvation, and the sword of the Spirit which is the word of God, praying at all times in the Spirit, with all prayer and supplication. And lastly keep alert with all perseverance. 
3. The bible then says; take up the “whole” armor of God. That means, not part of the armor, but the “whole” armor …
NB: The massage today, is “you” put … the “whole” … “armor” of God. And Paul says, so that you may be able to withstand in the evil day, and having done all, to stand firm. If you don’t have the armor you are opened to all the attacks of the devil, but if you put on the armor, the devil will still attack you, but at least you have something to protect you.
